26. Ephesians 1:4 He chose us in him before the creation of the world to be holy and blameless 

in his sight. 

27. Ephesians 5:25-27 Christ loved the church and gave himself up for her to make her holy, 

cleansing  her by the washing with water through the word, and to present her to himself as a 

radiant church, without stain or wrinkle or any other blemish. 

28. Exodus 14:13 Do not be afraid. Stand firm and you will see the deliverance the Lord will 

bring you. 

29. Exodus 15:13 In your unfailing love you will lead the people you have redeemed. In your 

strength you will guide them to your holy dwelling.

59. 1 John 3:2 We know that when he appears, we shall be like him, for we shall see him as he is. 

60. 1 John 3:9 No one who is born of God will continue to sin, because God's seed remains in 

him; he cannot go on sinning, because he has been born of God.

197. John 7:38-39 Whoever believes in me, as the Scripture has said, streams of living water 

will flow from within him. By this he meant the Spirit, whom those who believed in him 

were later to receive. 

198. John 8:12 Whoever follows me will never walk in darkness, but will have the light of life. 

199. John 8:34-36 Everyone who sins is a slave to sin. Now a slave has no permanent place in 

the family, but a son belongs to it forever. So if the Son sets you free, you will be free indeed.
